Financial aid doesn't just happen. You have to make it happen. During the coming year you'll need to:

• Research sources of aid

• Complete applications

• Write essays

• Meet many deadlines

There will be disappointments as well as successes. The important thing to remember is do not become discouraged. This handbook is a tool for you to use to help you toward success.

College financial aid packages may include a combination of:

• Scholarships

• Grants

• Loans (Student and Parent)

• Work-Study

FEDERAL AID PROGRAMS

For all colleges, the first step in applying for federal aid is to submit a FAFSA form (Free Application for Federal Student Aid). This program is based on financial need (as reported from information contained in your income tax return). A federal formula is used to determine your Expected Family Contribution (EFC). Since the cost of tuition and fees varies by school, you may qualify for different amounts of aid at different colleges and universities. The deadline for filing the FAFSA is March 2nd, but many private colleges and universities have an earlier deadline, so be sure to check with each school’s financial aid office. Apply online www.fafsa.ed.gov. You may call the FAFSA help line 800-433-3243. A Burlingame High school Financial Aid Workshop for parents and students on “How to Complete the FAFSA” will be held in January.

Financial need = Cost of Attendance (COA) less Expected Family Contribution

The FAFSA must be filed to determine your eligibility for these programs:

• Pell Grants - Eligibility is determined by a standard formula. The amount of the award is based on the cost of education and the Expected Family Contribution (EFC). 

• Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grants (SEOG) - The amount of this award is based on need and availability of funds. 

• College Work-Study - This program provides jobs for students to earn money to help pay for their education. The amount of this award is based on need and availability of funds.

• Student Loans - The amount of the loan is based on need and must be repaid beginning six months after you graduate or leave college.
STUDENT LOANS

Perkins Loans--This is a low interest student loan through a college's financial aid office for students with exceptional financial need. Students pay no interest while enrolled at least half time and must begin repaying their loan nine months after graduating, leaving school or enrolling less than half time. This loan carries a fixed interest rate.

Stafford Student Loans—Stafford Student Loans are low-interest loans made by a lender such as a bank or directly through the college. Subsidized Stafford loans are awarded on the basis of financial need. The federal government pays the interest while you are in school and during the first six months after you graduate, leave or enroll less than half time. Unsubsidized Stafford loans accrue interest from the time the loan is disbursed. Repayment generally begins six months after you graduate, withdraw from school or enroll less than half time.

PARENT LOANS
Parent Plus Loans – allows parents with good credit history to borrow up to the total cost of their dependent student’s education. Interest begins to accrue with the first disbursement of loan funds and repayment begins within 60 days after the final loan disbursement.

STATE AID – CAL GRANT PROGRAM
To be eligible for a Cal Grant, you must:

1. Submit to the Career Center a Cal Grant GPA Verification Form before noon, March 2  
  AND

2. File a FAFSA (The online application should be processed between January 1 – March 2 at www.fafsa.ed.gov). 

Cal Grants are based on financial need and a student’s GPA in classes taken in grades 10 and 11 (excluding physical education). Cal Grant GPA Verification forms are available in the Career Center and must be signed by the student and parent if student is under 18 years old.

When you plan to attend a California college and file the FAFSA form and a Cal Grant GPA Verification, you are also applying for one of the following Cal Grants:

• Cal Grant A--Provides tuition/fee assistance to students who are from low and middle-income families. You must have a minimum 3.0 GPA to qualify.

• Cal Grant B Entitlement and Competitive Awards - Provides aid for living expenses, transportation, supplies and books to high potential students attending a 2 or 4-year college who are from disadvantaged/low-income families. You must have a minimum 2.0 GPA to qualify.

• Cal Grant C - Provides assistance with tuition/fees and training costs for occupational or vocational training for students from low and middle-income families.

• California Community College Transfer Entitlement Awards – are given to students who attend a California Community College who have at least a 2.4 GPA, meet the admissions requirements to attend a four-year college and are under 24 years of age as of December 31.

• California Chafee Grants for Foster Youth – are grants for up to $5,000 per year given to foster youth or former foster youth ages 16 to 21 to assist with job training or college tuition.
OTHER AID

College-Based Aid: One of the best sources of financial aid is the college you plan to attend. Indicate on the college application that you wish to apply for financial aid. College aid can be based on financial need, scholastic achievement, or membership in a particular group. In addition to the FAFSA and Cal Grant GPA Verification forms, some private colleges and universities require that students submit an additional financial aid supplemental application or the
 CSS Financial Aid Profile—to determine if you are eligible for institutional funds (nonfederal funds). The Profile is available online at www.collegeboard.com. Make sure that you check with each college for the type of applications required and deadline dates.

SCHOLARSHIPS
The Career Center keeps listings and applications for many scholarships. This handbook is posted at http://bhs.smuhsd.org select Counseling, College and Career Center. In addition, here are some steps you can take:
1. Ask your parents to inquire if any scholarships are available from their employer or from the unions and professional/community organizations to which they belong. There are many businesses and organizations that offer scholarships to children of their employees or members.

2. Go on-line to your colleges of choice. Many offer scholarships directly to students.

3. Before your senior year, take advantage of opportunities to get involved in leadership and community service. Also, do your best to keep your grades up. Many organizations offering scholarships look at these two criteria when choosing recipients.
4. Make sure you talk with the Scholarship & Financial Aid Advisor if you have overcome significant obstacles in your education or personal life as you may qualify for a scholarship based on these life circumstances (i.e. if you have significantly improved your grades or you have maintained an excellent GPA in the face of family or personal difficulties).

 DON’T GET STUNG TRYING TO FIND MONEY FOR COLLEGE
The Federal Trade Commission warns students/parents to be wary of fraudulent search services.  Unscrupulous companies guarantee or promise scholarships or grants.  Some guarantee scholarships in exchange for an advance fee; some offer a “money back guarantee,” but attach conditions that make it impossible to get the refund; and still others say you have been selected as a “finalist” for awards that require an up-front fee.

The Federal Trade Commission cautions students and parents to look and listen for these warning signs:


(   The scholarship is guaranteed or your money back.


(   You cannot get this information anywhere else.

· The scholarship service needs your credit card or bank account number to hold this scholarship.


(   The scholarship will cost some money.

· You have been selected by a national foundation to receive a scholarship.

· You're a finalist in a contest you never entered.  Beware of unsolicited scholarships.  If you never applied, it is most likely a scam.


(    If you are suspicious of an offer, it is usually with good reason.

· The scholarship service will do all the work.

· You are invited to a free seminar (or interview) with a trained financial aid consultant who will show you how to make yourself more eligible.

Don’t be fooled by an “official sounding” name.  Just because a company uses words like ‘National,’ ‘Federal,’ ‘Foundation’ or ‘Administration’ in its title doesn’t mean it is a legitimate operation.

If you suspect a scholarship program might be a fraud, you should contact your student’s counselor or the Career Center, and the following resources:
