Ten topics for reading logs:

1. How does the setting contribute to each story?

2. How does the point of view contribute to each story

3. In what ways does the parent-child relationship affect each story?

4. How does the author use irony?

5. How does the author use dialect and dialogue to develop the characters?

6. What role do minor characters/people play in this story?

7. By end of the story, how has the protagonist resolved his conflict(s)?  

8. What role do the female characters play in the story?

9. What historical and current events connect to this story?

10. What is the most important symbol or metaphor in the story?
