CONCURRENT ENROLLMENT

College Connection Concurrent Enrollment Program is a special program designed to provide high school students the opportunity to get an early start on their college experience. High school students pay no enrollment fee but are required to purchase their own textbooks. Steps to enroll:

1. Apply online at http://smccd.edu/collegeconnection.

2. See your high school counselor for signed approval.

3. Take your placement test if it is required for that specific class.

4. Submit your signed (by parent and counselor) College Connection Course Request Form with your official high school transcript to the College Office of Admissions.
